2008 GAME RESULTS

TODAY’S STARTER: LHP Brad Holt (4-3, 1.98) makes his 12th start of the season,

and his sixth at KeySpan Park.  Holt’s 1.98 ERA ranks third in the New York-Penn

League, and he leads the league with 69 strikeouts.

Brad was recently named to the NYPL All-Star team, and pitched one hitless inning

with two strikeouts in the NL’s win on 8/19.  In his last start for the Cyclones, (8/14 @

AUB), he earned his fourth win of the season, pitching seven innings, and allowing just

one run on three hits, while striking out eight.

Holt has allowed two runs or less in all but one of his 11 appearances, and one earned

run or less eight times.  He has not allowed more than three runs or more than five

hits in a single game this season.  Brad has held opponents to a .178 batting average

in his 11 games, with lefthanders hitting .120 (9-for-75) and righthanders hiting .216

(25-for-116). 

Brad has notched two 10-K games this season.  On 7/24 vs. VER, he tied a Cyclones

franchise single-game record with 14 strikeouts, in six innings (Mike Cox, 2001).  With

four starts still scheduled, Brad is closing in on the Cyclones’ single-season strikeout

record -- 93 Ks, set by RHP Kevin Deaton in 2002.

Holt was selected by the Mets in the supplemental round of the June draft (33rd overall).

He posted an 11-1 record with a 3.18 ERA for UNC Wilmington in 2008, while setting

career-bests in wins (11), innings pitched (93.1), strikeouts (95) and opponent batting aver-

age (.225)  Holt ranks second all-time at UNCW in single-season wins, winning his final 11

decisions of the 2008 season.  He was named First-Team Colonial Athletic Association, and

also earned a third-team spot on the Louisville Slugger All-America squad.

In 2007, Brad made 15 starts for UNCW and finished with a 5-5 mark with a 5.90 ERA

and 53 strikeouts in 76.1 innings.  In 2006, he made eight starts in 14 games, going 3-

3 with a 3.48 ERA with 42 strikeouts in 54.1 innings pitched.  

In high school, Brad earned NCPreps.com 1A All-State honors, All-Watkin Valley

Conference honors four times, All-County selection four times, and Louisville Slugger

Second-team All-American while attending Albemarle HS in North Carolina.

SHOWING SOME GLOVE: Brooklyn leads the NYPL with a .981 fielding perecentage.

In 60 games, the Cyclones have 1,620 putouts, 594 assists, and 42 errors in 2,256 total

chances.  Brooklyn has turned 56 double plays, third-most in the league.  The 2007

Cyclones the led the league with a .977 fielding percentage. 

PACKING THE PARK: The Cyclones have led the NYPL -- and the entire Short-Season classification -- in attendance in each

of the team’s first seven years of existence.  Brooklyn is again leading the league in 2008, with 205,813 fans in 28 openings, for

an average of 7,350.  

In 2007 the Cyclones drew 294,972 fans in 36 openings, for an average of 8,194 fans per game (up from 7,820 in 2007).  The

team topped 9,000 fans on six separate occasions, and set a new all-time high with 10,073 fans on 9/7/07 vs. Lowell.

FOUR ACES: Brooklyn’s pitching staff leads the NYPL with a 2.93 ERA, and also

leads the league with 599 strikeouts.  The strikeout total, in 60 games, gives Brooklyn

an average of 9.9 Ks per game.  The Cyclones’ all-time franchise record for strikeouts

in a single season is 644, set by the 2001 team (8.5 Ks per game).  The lowest single-

season team ERA in franchise history is 2.37, also set by the 2001 staff.

Four of Brooklyn’s five starting pitchers rank in the top 10 in individual ERA -- Chris
Schwinden (second, 1.31), Brad Holt (third, 1.98), Scott Shaw (seventh, 2.76) and

Pedro P. Martinez (ninth, 2.93).  

Holt leads the league with 69 strikeouts, and Scott Shaw ranks third with 66 Ks.  Yury

Santana is tied for fourth in the NYPL with 10 saves. 

In each of Hector Berrios’ four seasons as the Cyclones pitching coach (2003, 2004,

2006, 2007), the staff has ranked in the top three in team ERA, leading the league in

2007 (2.93).  

THE “OTHER” PEDRO: Brooklyn’s Pedro P. Martinez had the opportunity to meet the Mets’ Pedro Martinez at Shea Stadium

on Wednesday.  The two Pedros -- both righthanded pitchers from the Dominican Republic who wear number 45 -- spoke at

length, prior to the Mets’ win over the Braves.

ONE-RUN GAMES: Brooklyn has won 13 games this season by one run, including a span of four straight from 7/29 - 8/1.

The team has played in 22 one-run games, going 13-9 in those contests.  Entering this season, the Cyclones had an overall

record of 101-71 in one-run games, and played a franchise-high 30 one-run games in 2003 (19-11). 

A SHAW THING: RHP Scott Shaw has been outstanding in his first professional season.  The 6’5”, 230-pound righthander

from Illinois is 5-3 with a 2.76 ERA on the year.  On Thursday, Shaw hurled 6.2 one-hit innings, and fanned a season-high 10

batters.  In his last three starts, he is 2-0, and has allowed just two runs on nine hits over 18 innings, with 23 strikeouts.  

With the exception of two poor outings this season (7/18 @ ONT, 8/2 vs. LOW), Scott has been amazingly consistent.  He has

gone five or more innings in nine of his 11 starts, and allowed one earned run or less in 10 of his 12 appearances.  He has

walked just 12 batters all year, while striking out 66.  

Omitting his starts on 7/18 and 8/2, in which he allowed 11 combined earned runs in 2.1 innings, Scott has allowed just five

earned runs in 56.1 innings, for a 0.80 ERA.

WILD THINGS: Three division winners and one Wild Card team (the team with the best record, excluding division winners)

will qualify for the NYPL Playoffs.  Brooklyn is currently 34-26, and trails the Staten Island Yankees (39-21) by five games for

first place in the McNamara Division.  The Cyclones trail Jamestown (35-23, .603) and Hudson Valley (35-25, .583) in the race for

the NYPL Wild Card.  The Cyclones have four games remaining against Hudson Valley this season (8/30, 8/31, 9/3, 9/4).

CAPTAIN KIRK: OF Kirk Nieuwenhuis leads the Cyclones in virtually every offensive category, including average (.299),

games (59), at-bats (221), runs (25), hits (66), triples (4), RBI (23), walks (24), stolen bases (7), and on-base percentage (.369).

Nieuwenhuis is also tied for second on the team with nine doubles.  Kirk’s 66 hits are tied for second-best in the NYPL, just one

behind the league leader.  

In his last 10 games, Nieuwenhuis is hitting .429 (18-for-42), with seven runs, one home run, and 10 RBI.  He currently has a

five-game hitting streak, during which he has notched four multi-hit games.

Nieuwenhuis (6’2, 195) was selected by the Mets in the third round of the 2008 draft, out of Azusa Pacific University, in

California.

L-”O”-WELL: In four games against Lowell this season, Brooklyn has blanked the first-place Spinners three times, winning

7-0, 2-0, 5-2, and 2-0.  Cyclones pitchers have a 0.50 ERA in the four games, allowing just two runs on 11 hits in 36 innings,

with 49 strikeouts and just seven walks.

A GIANT MISTAKE: Lowell General Manager Tim Bawmann made a friendly wager with Cyclones GM Steve Cohen prior to

the Super Bowl, with each predicting that their local football team would win.  When the underdog New York Giants shocked

the New England Patriots to derail the Pat’s perfect season and capture the Lombardi trophy, Bawmann began making arrange-

ments to come to Brooklyn for a stint on the Cyclones’ Grounds Crew.  The Cyclones are encouraging all fans to wear their

Giants colors on Saturday and let Mr. Bawmann know that its always a Giant mistake to bet against New York.

ALUMNI UPDATE: RHP Dylan Owen -- a Sterling Award winer, NYPL All-Star, and the league leader in both wins (9) and ERA

(1.49) in 2007 -- was recently promoted to Binghamton (AA) of the Eastern League, after starting the 2008 season with St. Lucie

(A) of the Florida State League.  Owen went 12-6 with a 3.43 ERA for St. Lucie, and led the FSL with 116 strikeouts in 133.2

innings. In his Double-A debut on Wednesday, Owen allowed one run on six hits in six innings in a 4-2 B-Mets win over New

Hampshire.  Owen walked two batters, and struck out five.

WHAT’S UP, DOCK?: C Ralph Henriquez was assigned to Savannah (A) of the South Atlantic League on Friday, and C Dock

Doyle was assigned to Brooklyn from Kingsport (R) of the Appalachian League.

Doyle was selected by the Mets in the fifth round of the 2008 draft, out of Coastal Carolina University (SC), where he hit .370

(90-for-243) in 61 games, with 64 runs, 22 doubles, two triples, 16 home runs and 72 RBI for the Chanticleers. He was a final-

ist for the Johnny Bench Award and was on the All-Conway Regional and All-Big South Tournament Teams. Doyle is a two-time

Big South Player of the Week and was ranked the third-best catcher in the country by Rivals.com.

In 41 games for Kingsport, Doyle hit .308 (49-for-159) with 27 runs, 11 doubles, one triple, and 20 RBI.
